The Perfect Weekend

The NFCC St. Augustine Race & Cruise May 24" was a
fantastic racing weekend. The weather was far superior
to what many people thought it would be, and
specifically, the weather on Saturday for the race was
perfect. If you're sailing South from Mayport, you would
want the winds to be out of the North, and even better,
with a Westerly component so the seas remain flat. We
had Northwest winds at 12 to 15 knots! Some of the
boats saw it go around to Northeast later, but seas
remained flat; what a great sailing day!

Festivities began Friday night with a sizeable gathering
at Sister’'s Creek Marina. Many thanks to Vice
Commaoaodore Guy Anderson for arranging our dockage
permit. Ana and | were onboard the Race Committee
boat, M/V KNAPPTIME, Katy and KC Knapp's Marine
Trader 38’ Trawler.

Saturday as we motored out the jetties, we noticed the
tide had turned earlier than predicted and the current
was ebbing hard already, so most of us were very early
for the race! We set up in accordance with the Sailing
Instruction, and were pleased to see the breeze was
Northwest at 8 to 10 knots, and by start time it was a
solid 12-15 knots! The Cruisers and Non-spin boats
took off and the Spin boats threw their chutes at the
start and took off south. Rock Star, Tim Tucker’s sailing
sled, was going so fast that we could not catch them on
the RC boat, and we averaged almost 7 knots straight
down-course all day. We captured some great pictures
of boats reaching down-course and spinnaker boats
trimmed-up and looking good! An interesting
development occurred around one PM, we watched
SOROS CAILIN go toward the beach, seeming to get in
some extra air. GHOST saw this development and
went in to cover. Right about this time, the wind went
around to the Northeast and caused a lighter crease
right up the middle of the course, which unfortunately,
WHISPER got caught in. ROCK STAR, way offshore
from us, seemed unaffected. We watched ROCK STAR
finish on our RADAR a little while later. We anchored at
“STA” right behind ROCK STAR'’s finish, and the rest of
the fleet finished pretty close behind. It was a fast race
to St. Augustine!
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After settling into our slips at St. Augustine
Municipal Marina, many folks went ashore for dinner
and drinks. The plan to do trophies at Tradewinds didn’t
work out, sorry. They didn’t want our “large group” in
there. Oh well, it had worked before in the past. | will
plan accordingly in the future. We did an impromptu
presentation on the docks by the boats and then partied
some more. Sunday turned out to be an incredibly
beautiful day, with nice temperature and nice breezes.
Many folks lounged around on their boats, played putt-
putt, and went into town to peruse St. George’s Street.
