October - 2008

October is here and as I write this the weather is starting to cool.  Not a lot but
enough to give us all a break from the heat.

Karen and I spent the month of September getting the most out of two boats -
three if you count the dingy. We count the dingy because we like to load a cooler
of libations and motor around the canals on a calm day. Usually we do this in the
late afternoon or evening. We just kind of put-put around and wave hi to people
that are in their backyards enjoying the evening. It’s an easy way just to get on
the water for a while after a hectic day.

My boat Incommunicadois in Green Cove Springs. So we have been taking her
out once a week just to move some water over the hull. I have always enjoyed
sailing in this area of the river because it is so wide. I can set sail right out of my
slip, sail for several hours - only tack 4 times! – and sail right back into my slip.

Before T.S.Fay dumped all that water on us we took Incommunicadoto the
Outback Crab Shack for dinner one evening. If your boat can get under the
Shands Bridge you only have to take a heading of 100 degrees at marker 22 into
the inlet where it is located. The inlet is shallow in places but is 6 to 8 feet at
high tide. But once inside it is 30 feet deep in places. They have plenty of places
to tie up at their 1,500 foot dock. The food was great and we had a good time.
The restaurant re-opened October 1st after the storm damage was repaired. They
have a website for directions, land or water. outbackcrabshack.com

We also took advantage of the full moon on Incommunicadolast month for night
sail. I guess when the moon is that big this time of year it is called a harvest
moon. It was really something to see. We had a nice breeze to go along with a
beautiful night.

When we give the dingy and Incommunicadoa rest we take out Zaida. Last
week we sailed South down the Intra-coastal for a few hours. It was high tide
and the water level was higher than I have ever seen it without some major storm
activity. The dock at Lulu’s restaurant was underwater. Maybe that harvest moon
is causing some of these huge tide swings.

This week we took ZaidaNorth and sailed down-river to the jetties and went
offshore for while. It was a beautiful sunny day with a good breeze. After
dodging a container carrier and a shrimp boat we headed back in. Mayport Naval
Base sure looks empty without an aircraft carrier. We came back in fighting an
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outgoing tide, so we were moving slowly for a
while. We set our anchor about sunset just inside the
ICW going South across from Atlantic Dry Dock. We
grilled some burgers and had some pasta salad to go
with it. After that we had a few libations and played two
games of Scrabble. Karen won both.

The next day we had the tide and winds in our favor for
the trip home. We made record time. How often does
that happen? At low tide the canal gets pretty shallow so
we have to make sure we get there before then. All in all
we had a great month enjoying the weather and sailing
every chance we had.

November is coming and eleven club members and
myself are heading to the British Virgin Islands for a
SunSail vacation. Our group was able to get together at
Bill and Beverly Pierce’s house 2 weeks ago to finalize
our travel times and air fare. You may not believe this
but Beverly cooked a lot of delicious food that was
enjoyed by all! As always they are the best host and
hostess you could ever imagine. We have one more
meeting to choose an itinerary for our sailing adventure.
There are so many beautiful places to visit in the BVI
we will have a hard time choosing. 

We have 2 catamarans and 2 mono-hulls going next
month. One mono-hull will be crewed by Donna
Cowdrey and Teri Coutu on a 36 Beneteau. The other
mono hull will be crewed by Walter and Amy
Thompson, also on a brand new 36 Beneteau. The
biggest boat in the BVI NFCC fleet will be a 41 Lagoon.
On board will be Bill and Beverly Pierce, Victor
Bushnell, Cindy Tilton, Wally Hinson and Ken Hinson.
The other catamaran will be a 38 Lagoon with Karen
Weimar and I aboard.

I am sure we will take lots of pictures to share with the
club when we return. Two years ago I left a NFCC
burgee at the Bitter End Yacht Club, I will check to see
if it is there. If not I will make sure we leave another.

Oh
did I mention that we have a 41 Lagoon awaiting our
arrival in Tortola?  We fly out Thursday for a week of
sailing in the British Virgin Islands.
